(1) The name of the Club shall be Owen Roe O Neill’s Gaelic Athletic Club, Leckpatrick.

(2) The Club shall be affiliated to Cumann Luathchleas Gael (Gaelic Athletic Association) and will uphold the aims and objectives of the Association as laid down in the Official Guide.

(3) Full Membership of the Club shall be open to all persons of 18 years and over who subscribe to and undertake to further, the aims and objects of the Gaelic Athletic Association through involvement in the Club.  

(4) Persons under 18 years shall be admitted as Youth Members.

(5) Application for Membership shall be made to the Club Committee whose decision, made on the basis of simple majority vote, shall be final.  

(6) Members shall pay an annual membership fee, which shall be fixed at the Annual General Meeting.  This fee must be paid on or before 31st March of each year.

(7) The Club shall have the right to terminate the membership of a Member for action contrary to the best interests of the Club or Association, provided that the Member in question shall have the right to be heard by the Club Committee before any decision has been taken.

(8) Only Full Members shall have the right to vote at the Annual General Meeting or other Club meeting subsequent to March 31st each year.

(9) The Annual General Meeting of the club is held on or before December 31st each year.  Notice of the meeting shall be conveyed to each Member at least 7 days beforehand.  In exceptional circumstances the Club Committee may postpone, for not more than 3 weeks, the Annual General Meeting.

(10) Each Full member shall be issued with a Nomination Paper for the Annual Meeting, such paper to be returned by the appointed date.

(11) The Annual General Meeting shall review the activities of the Club in the proceeding year, shall elect the Club Committee for the forthcoming year and shall make such additional regulations as deemed necessary for the running of the Club, in accordance with the Club Constitution.  Any proposal to change a clause in the Constitution shall require the approval of two-thirds of those voting.  Other decisions shall be made on the basis of simple majority vote.  Decisions made at the Annual General Meeting or rescinded at a Special General Meeting called for that purpose.

(12) A Committee elected at the Annual Meeting, consisting of Chairman, Vice-Chairman (2), Secretary, Assistant-Secretary, Treasurer, Assistant-Treasurer, Registrar, Press Officer, Draw Organiser, Youth Organiser and five other Members shall manage the affairs of the Club.  The Committee shall have the power to co-opt not more than three other Members and to fill vacancies that occur.  The Committee shall also have the power to appoint sub-committees when necessary and to delegate to any such sub-committee such powers as are necessary for its proper functioning.  Such sub-committees shall be responsible to the Club Committee and all sub-committee decisions shall be subject to the final ratification by the Full Club Committee.

(13) An Officer of the Club, other than the Secretary or Treasurer, shall not hold the same office for more than three consecutive years.  The Secretary or Treasurer shall not hold the same position for more than five consecutive years.

(14) Meetings of the Club’s Executive Committee shall be held monthly or more often if the Officers feel it to be necessary.  A Committee Member absent for three consecutive meetings may be asked to resign from the Committee.  

(15) General Club meetings will be held quarterly, or more often if deemed necessary by the Committee, and shall deal with such issues as are included in the agenda, other issues may be raised, subject to confirmation by the Committee at a subsequent meeting.  A special general meeting may be summoned by the Committee or on the written request of not less than 12 members and setting out the issues to be discussed at such meeting.  Other specified issues shall be dealt with at a special Meeting.

(16) Fifteen of the registered Full Members entitled to vote shall constitute a quorum for a general or special meeting of the Club.  One half of the appointed Committee membership shall constitute a quorum for Committee meetings.

(17) Four Trustees shall be nominated by the Club Committee from the membership of the club and shall be confirmed in office by members of the Club in General meeting to hold office until death or resignation or removal from office by a resolution of the club committee and in such circumstances the Club Committee shall appoint a successor whose appointment shall be ratified by the Members of the Club in General meeting.



All lands, buildings, hereditaments and premises acquired by the Club shall be vested in the trustees for the time being for the benefit of the club and its members, to be dealt with as the Club Committee shall from time to time direct, and the Trustees shall have power to purchase, take on lease or otherwise acquire and hold real and leasehold property and to sell, mortgage, charge or otherwise dispose of the same.

(18) The club’s assets and finances shall be used solely to further the objects of the club as defined in the Official Guide of the Gaelic Athletic Association.  At no time or under any circumstances shall assets of the club be distributed among members either on an interim or winging-up basis.

(19) A resolution to dissolve the Club shall passed only at a General Meeting specially summoned for the purpose of such resolution if supported by not less than two-thirds of those present and entitled to vote and provided that the attendance at such meeting is sufficient to form a quorum.


In the event of the Club being dissolved, surplus assets remaining after the satisfaction of debts and liabilities shall be held in trust by the Trustees until transferred by them to a G.A.A. Club in Ireland with objecta similar to those of Owen Roe O’Neill’s Gaelic Athletic Club, provided that such a sports club’s rules similarly preclude the distribution of such assets to its members. 

(20) A Management Committee, consisting of the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary and one other Committee Member appointed at the first Committee meeting following the Annual General Meeting, shall be empowered to take decisions in the period between meetings, such decisions to be ratified by the subsequent Committee meeting.

(21) The Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary and the Club Trustees shall be ex-officio members of all Club Committee and sub-committee.

(22) These Regulations and this Constitution replaces any previous Constitution and shall be used in the management of the affairs henceforth.
